1. Apologies received. Cllr. G. Barriball; Cllr. M. Chubb; Cllr. N. Wonnacott (Chairman;)

2. Declaration of Interests.  No declarations of interest.

3. Public open question time. No Questions 

4. Approval of last minutes. Minutes from the previous meeting held on Wednesday 16th January 2019 having 
    been circulated by email were approved and signed by the Vice Chairman Cllr. M. Greenaway in the 
[bookmark: _Hlk535952232]    absence of Chairman Cllr. N. Wonnacott. Proposer Cllr. J. Britton seconded Cllr. T. Rooke Carried nem.com.

5. Police Visit. P.C. Emma Tomkies and P.C. Mark James from Holsworthy Police attended the meeting.
    P.C. James informed us that there had been a speight of house burglaries in neighbouring parishes, he warned 
    people in the community to be vigilant as they had received reports of shifty looking men in white vans calling 
    at farms enquiring about old batteries and scrap items for sale! P.C. Tomkies and P.C. James were asked if 
    there was still an office in Holsworthy? We were told there was an office in Holsworthy, but it wasn’t officially 
    open to the public. Another question which was raised, was the local County Lines drug problems, P.C. James  
    said that our part of the country was quite sheltered but everywhere had drug issues. Before P.C. James and 
    P.C.Tomkies left P.C. Tomkies told us that if we had any concerns or anything to report to the police team

6. Duchy Defibrillator Demonstration. The Parish Council had recently contacted Duchy Defibrillators with 
    regards to the cost of supplying a Public Access Defibrillator for the community. Alan Odgers from Duchy 
    Defibrillators brought along a sample Cabinet and Defibrillator to demonstrate how everything worked and 
    was on hand to answer any questions members of the Parish Council had. 

7. Financial update. 
    The Clerk issued members of the Council with a copy of the up to date accounts prior to the 
     meeting. (Please see separate sheet in finances section) 

8. Matters Arising. At the periodic meeting on the 8th of August 2018 It was asked whether the Parish Council 
     could legally contribute towards the cost of maintaining churches, churchyards etc! The Parish Council in 
     the past had always contributed towards the upkeep of the churchyard at Holy Cross Church. The Clerk has     
     since investigated and received conflicting information from different sources.  The Clerk now has information 
     that the Parish Council can contribute to the cost of cutting the grass in the churchyard under section 214(6) 
     of the LGA197. This provision overrides the provisions of section 8 of the LGA1894. It was felt that as the 
     Parish Council had already made alternative arrangements to pay Andy Knight direct for the grass cutting in 
     the churchyard, we should continue to pay direct for the grass cutting up to the amount agreed. This was 
     proposed by Cllr. J. Britton and seconded by Cllr. B. Stearman. Carried nem.com
     




9.  Any Other Business. On the 26th of January an email was received from Sally Vergetten of Hatherleigh    
     Community CIC, asking the Parish Council to support their attempt to save the Hatherleigh Livestock Market.
     The Clerk emailed the request to all Parish Councillors on the 27th of January. The request was for the Parish 
     Council to send in a letter of support. Cllr. T. Angove had kindly prepared a letter which could be 
     sent from the Parish Council. Cllr Angove agreed to circulate the letter to all Parish Councillors so that the 
     text content could be agreed before sending.
